BAAG STALL WINS SUPPORT 
BAAG’S new Forest Centre information point attracted the attention of hundreds of shoppers on Saturday.  Within a few hours volunteers who staffed the stand and handed out leaflets talked with scores of people and signed up 65 new members.  Several people condemned Councillor Ian Dowdle’s recent hysterical attempt to whip up anti BAAG sentiment in the press.  
Many people just stopped to chat, express support and thank BAAG for their work. Others complained about the being misled and played for fools by Council leaders and their highly paid consultants. A few who thought that that the Government’s acceptance Bordon as an eco-town is the last word were told that the planning process has only just begun. BAAG already has plenty of evidence to show the Council’s scheme lacks community support.  Over 90% of local people who returned BAAG’s doorstep survey of over 3000 Bordon area people have said NO to 5,500 homes.  
“As long as the Council dish out pie in the sky we’ll be there.  The strong support we continue to attract proves that we are needed. We plan to be at the Forest Centre every Saturday morning,” said BAAG spokesperson Liz Simes. 

One resident, feared that the type of companies setting up here like Bobby’s foods, who distribute snacks, at Viking Park setting up here, would make up the bulk of new businesses. More heavy goods and other vehicles would increase traffic problems and environmental damage in surrounding villages.  A traffic engineer consulted by BAAG calculates that the planned uban expansion could mean a extra 55,000 vehicle movements every day.
